2.2 Pre-Inquiry procedures

(a) If TROY faculty, staff or students acting in good faith have a reasonable suspicion of research
misconduct then they must report their suspicions in writing to the Research Integrity Officer (RIO)
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(d) The RIO will take reasonable and practical steps to obtain custody of all the research records and
evidence needed to conduct the research misconduct proceeding, including the following:

(a) If the resuls of the Inquiry show that an Investigation is warranted, one shall commence within 30
days of this finding.

x For each separate allegation of research misconduct iddrdifring the Investigation, a
finding as to whether research misconduct did or did not occur, and if so, the following:

fldentification of whether the research misconduct was falsification, fabrication, or
plagiarism, and if it was intentional, knowing,io reckless disregard;

fA summary of the facts and the analysis which support the conclusion along with a
consideration of the merits of any reasonable explanation by the respondent;

fSpecific identification of funding support;

fldentification of any public



SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES

At any time during a research misconduct proceeding, TROY will notify the appropriate
federal/state/private funding agencies immediateityhis reason to believe that any of the following
conditions exist:

X Health or safety of the public is at risk, including an immediate need to protect human or animal
subjects.
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X Research activities
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
