It	is	a	common	practice	for	researchers	engaging	in	the	study	of	human	subjects	to	collect	data	
about	sex	and	gender.	Often,	researchers	
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If	it	is	the	expectation	of	researchers	that	subjects	with	certain	demographic	characteristics	will	
not	be	included	in	the	analysis,	this	should	either	be	incorporated	into	exclusion	criteria	for	
study	volunteers,	or	should	be	disclosed	in	the	consent	form.

In	cases	where	the	researcher	intends	to	inquire	into	questions	of	sexuality	and/or	gender	
identity,	the	researcher	should	consult	the	separate	UWM	guidance	“Best	Practices	for	the	
ethical	conduct	of	research	involving	Sex,	Gender,	and	Sexual	Orientation	Minorities.”
